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This is a rough google translation of the article found in Russian in ECO 38(1). 
October 31, 2011, in Montreal (Canada), started to work the seventh meeting of the Ad Hoc Open-ended on Article 8 (j) and related provisions of the Convention on Biological Diversity. This working group is very important for indigenous peoples, as it was at such moments it discusses how the implementation of certain objectives of the program of work on Article 8 (j).

A very important aspect for indigenous peoples, is to discuss recommendations on how to implement Article 10 (c) as a major new component of the program of work on Article 8 (j), as well as the review and implementation of tasks 7, 10 and 12 of the revised multi-year program implementation of Article 8j) and related provisions; Task 15, the purpose of which is to develop guidelines that will facilitate the repatriation of information, including cultural property, in accordance with paragraph 2 of Article 17 of the Convention on Biological Diversity, to assist the recovery of traditional knowledge of biological diversity.

Also, for indigenous peoples, are very important accounting application targets 14 (ecosystem services) and 18 (traditional knowledge and sustainable use, based on custom) Strategic Plan for the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity for 2011-2020, and its integration into updated (revised) NBSAP.

Likewise, the meeting discussed measures that could further assist in the implementation of the Nagoya Protocol on access to genetic resources and fair and equitable sharing of benefits arising from their use. This includes the question of prior, and informed consent of the holders of traditional knowledge, their use and prevent the use of such knowledge, without the consent of the communities.

During consideration of the issues on the seventh working group, has repeatedly advocated by the International Indigenous Forum on Biodiversity (IIFB).
