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Traditional knowledge is part of the lives of indigenous peoples, each tribe has developed their traditional knowledge according to their environment, according to the richness of its biodiversity: The Andean peoples located around the Andes, which starts from the north of Argentina, Chile, crossing through Bolivia, Peru, Ecuador, reaching as far south as Colombia, have developed traditional knowledge related to agriculture, livestock, fisheries and other in whose territories have developed traditional knowledge in relation the identity of people, culture, memory, history, language, spirituality, management of resources in their territories, world view in relation to water management systems, systems of governance based on sustainability of life of indigenous peoples.

The administration of management systems is based on echoes traditional knowledge mainly in land management, territoriality is established as the living space where people are born, reproduce and die and the integral relationship with Mother Earth is through traditional knowledge, which under the governance system itself, have become developed.

Traditional authorities are the managers of traditional systems in the management of economic systems based on traditional knowledge, in which women play an important role in the transmission of traditional knowledge handed down from generation to generation.

This eco-systems administration led by the traditional authorities are responsible in meeting the social, that through the implementation of functions are precautionary, taking care of the territories, production, care and ensuring good production, good reproduction and sustenance of the entire population. The prosperity of the good production, social, economic, social, cultural, political, depends on the management of his office, then the experience of life teaches the way he should go, on condition of being a good father, good mother and that cares for the size (indigenous people).

So are the guiding traditional knowledge of life, that through the experience have been developed, but is affected by climate change effects as well as pollution, exploitation of resources, regardless of the Biodiversity is increasingly threatened, if we continue at this rate of exploitation and affect Mother Nature.

Traditional knowledge is an integral part of life for men and women and the continuity of life depends on respect for this knowledge, their recognition in the legal framework of multiculturalism, the recognition of traditional knowledge as part of the scientific nature of the people and their contribution is vital for the re establishment of a reciprocal and complementary relationship with Mother Nature.

The recognition of traditional knowledge implies respect of the territories, recognition of the full and effective participation of indigenous peoples, specifically Indigenous women, traditional knowledge provide the future, because that through them we know how it will the welfare of the people for the coming years, then traditional knowledge enables us to ensure well-being of indigenous peoples, it is through the reading of the fabric of nature that show us the way that the authorities and the population in general should follow.
